Using the levels function to change the

brightness and contrast gives you much better
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Curves (Colour Adjustment)

Instructions

Depending on your lighting when taking your photos they can
sometimes come our a bit too yellow or blue. Using the curves
tool you can change this to make them more neutral.
Selectimage >Adjustments > Curves
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On the dropdown menu ‘CHANNEL’ select which colour you
need to adjust
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This will bring up a graph like this. To add colourin, click and
hold the hot in the middle and push the curve up and left a
little. To take colour out, pull it down and to the right.
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Resolution and Image Size

Instructions

Some universities have very particular requirements for file
size, image resolution or pixel dimensions

To adjust resolution... Selectimage > Image size
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Where it says ‘Resolution’ change the number to 72

To adjust pixel dimensions - where it says Centimeters -
change this to pixels. The numbers in the boxes next to this
will change.

Then you just need to type in your longest dimension - usually
800 onthe longest side.

As long as your aspect ratio is locked (the little chain between
‘width’ and ‘height’ should be there, then it will auto
recalculate what your other dimension should be.
